The Manual Entry Form (below) is only for members without computer access only. 

 
1. Artists must be financial members for 2026 to enter. 

 
2. COPYRIGHT: Artwork must be original and must not infringe copyright laws. 

 
3. NUMBER OF ARTWORKS: Each adult exhibitor may enter up to three artworks.  Only one entry per child. 

 
4. FEES AND DEADLINE: 

 
Adults: $10 (ONE artwork), $15 (TWO artworks), $20 (THREE artworks)   
 
Children: $5 per entry   
 
Entries close: Friday 31 July, 5pm

Select ‘Creative Currents’ and follow the prompts (Password: Create2026) 
 

5. LABEL: Each exhibit must be clearly marked on the back with artist’s name, title, medium, price, size,  
phone number, and email address.  For your convenience, labels are available at the Moorleigh Village studio.   
Pairs must be clearly marked.  An entry may be marked ‘Not for Sale’. 
    

6. FRAMING & WIRE: IMPORTANT – All framed artwork must be presented to a professional standard and fitted 
at the back with framing wire, allowing approximately 2 cm of slack for hanging. Due to the Gallery’s hanging system
, ALL FRAMES MUST BE FITTED WITH “D CLIPS”, preferably fixed approximately 70 mm below the top edge
 of the frame. Hanging cords or any attachments other than secure wire are not acceptable. 
 

7. DELIVERY: Entries are to be delivered to the Glen Eira Council Gallery, corner of Glen Eira and Hawthorn Roads, 
Caulfield.  Parking is available behind the building.  Please enter via the Portico entrance on the Glen Eira Roadside of
 the building. 

 

DELIVERY DATE: Monday 10 August, 9.30 – 11am.

8. COLLECTION: Entries must remain on display until 5pm Sunday 6 September and must be collected between  

5pm -6pm on the same day.  Please note only gallery staff are allowed to take down large works. 
 
9. SALES/COMMISSION: The Gallery does not process sales.  Interested purchasers may leave an ‘expression of  

interest’ in a book provided by GECAG at the gallery. Sales are then conducted directly between the buyer and the  
artist. No commission is charged. 
 

10. ACCEPTANCE & DISPLAY: The display of exhibits is at the sole discretion of GECAG Exhibition Committee, 
which reserves the right to refuse any entry or to decline to display any work. 

 
11. INSURANCE: The Glen Eira City Council Gallery is not responsible for any loss or damage, howsoever caused, to

 any artwork or personal property.  GECAG will exercise reasonable care in handling the submitted works but accept
s no responsibility for any loss or damage to artwork or personal property. 
 

12. ROSTER: Exhibiting members are asked to serve on the roster to help mind the exhibition.  Members are  
responsible for staffing during opening hours.
